HOW DO | START PLANNING?

Mark the date on your calendar and
communicate with your residents by distributing
the “save the date” flyer included with this
packet.

Use the emailed templates as guides to formulate
a letter to your local police or fire departments.
(follow up in a week if you haven’t heard

anything)
Use your budget guideline to figure out what type
of event you would like to hold.
BUDGET GUIDELINE
Under 24 units $100

Over 24 units $3.00 per unit

Once you have details confirmed send out the
formal letter to your residents inviting them to
join.
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EVENT PLANNING TIPS

Figure out the details in advance and
try to buy or rent any supplies early.
You can generally find discounts or
sales if you are planning in advance.

Get better attendance and
participation by communicating with
your residents early.

A week or two before the date, build
the excitement with reminders or
flyers.

Get the kids involved! When the
kids are excited, others become
more excited. As well as being
educational, this event should be
FUN!
